Potential audit topics suggested by our Trainees

1. Paediatric and GP notes – audit of note keeping in relation to the feverish child - NICE guidelines 2008

2. Emergency drugs in surgery – Do the MDT know where they are, what dose to give and are they in date?

3. Survey of knowledge re doses of Benzyl penicillin IM used in different age groups for suspected meningitis?
4. Are the scales and sphygs calibrated, is the calibration in date? Is their a protocol in place to ensure that this happens?

5. Survey of practice staff – do they know the BLS guidelines and where emergency equipment is kept?

6. The visiting bag – appropriate contents? Drugs in date? Systems in place for ensuring both?

7. Survey of GPSTs in practice – do they get the post surgery debrief and protected learning time as per Deanery guidance?

8. Survey of GPSTs in practice – do they have an adequate induction programme?

9. Survey of GPSTs in practice – do they have appropriate support in practice, is the workload appropriate?

10. Survey of GPSTs in practice – on leaving were they asked to complete a feedback form to help improve training?

11. Prior to GP flu clinics – do the GPs know the anaphylaxis guidelines and where the ‘kit’ is kept?

12. Are GPs able to check & advise on inhaler technique correctly?

13. Telephone triage – who does it, are any screening questions asked by receptionists or are they just all put on Drs list to call back?
14. Is the Practice information leaflet readable (SMOG scoring)?

15. Do the GPs and PN know what in the patient information leaflets they hand out?
16. Can A&E staff demonstrate PEFR technique, how to use a spacer correctly?
17. Is ‘cocp status & advice’ always documented when antibiotics are prescribed?

18. Do all patients attending diabetic clinic understand what their Hba1c means?
19. Do all patients attending for hypertension review understand what high blood pressure is?

20. Patients on DMARDs – are their monitoring bloods in date? Does the practice have systems in place for ensuring this?

21. Survey of GP knowledge re do they know how to switch antidepressants from one type to another?
22. Survey of GP knowledge re do they understand recall procedures in place within their practice?
23. Heart failure patients – are they on treatment in accordance with guidelines?

24. Otitis media – are antibiotics being prescribed appropriately?

25. Delayed prescriptions – is their consistency or a protocol for dispensing them – e.g. given to patient; left in pharmacy; left in reception etc?

26. Osteoporosis – all pts with Colles or hip fracture – are they on correct treatment according to guidelines?

27. Survey of GPSTs – how many outpatient clinics do they get to attend (if any) during each post and are they educationally useful

28. Do O&G SHOs know the names of common instrument used in theatre? – could make a picture sheet for induction

29. Survey of Labour Ward staff – do they know where the crash trolley is?

30. Tonsillitis – are antibiotics being prescribed according to NICE and Centour criteria

31. Discharge summaries & letters– is the diagnosis coded in the medical record and where appropriate have they been put into the summary.

32. Hand washing in GP or hospital – observation of practice & standards.
33. Referrals to outpatients – did they receive an intervention which in fact was available in Primary Care?
34. Attend medical SHO teaching and ask them the 10 AMTS question.
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
