You have been reading on the internet about genetic testing and want to have it done for your child, especially now that it is getting cheaper to do and can be done on just a small sample from your child. 
You yourself are physically well as are the rest of your family. You had no problems conceiving your child and there is no history of any genetic disorders in your family.  
You do have a friend, who was tested for the breast cancer gene, and thankfully she is ok, but other than that you are lucky, and your family and friends are all well. 

If asked directly, you can answer no if asked about family history of breast cancer, Huntington’s, and cystic fibrosis. In fact you are fit and well and would like to stay that way. 
You understand that it is a simple blood test that needs to be done, and you can have the results in weeks. You heard that it could be done at birth, but thought you’d wait til she was a bit older, and don’t mind paying to have it done. 

 It means that you can tell your daughter definitely if she is going to have any problems when she gets older, especially if she would have a something like alzheimers or one of the nasty problems above. 
You know that she would want it doing, and as her mother, you want it doing now. It means that you can plan things for her life better.
