You are concerned about this because your mum died of oral cancer that was initially missed. She had to have some extensive, disfiguring surgery to it, and then eventually died 18 months after being diagnosed ant it was a horrible death. 

You first noticed this 3 days ago and it is very sore. 

If asked, you did actually have a new denture fitted 2 weeks ago, and it does feel to be rubbing, and when you think about it, it feels to be at the same point You have been back to the dentist and they are going to refit your denture again for you. 

You drink 28 – 50 units of bear a week- part of your ‘role’ as a free mason and some 30cpd a day for the last 40 years. 

Otherwise quite fit and well, no eight loss,
