Scenario 1

A young mother brings her 6 month old son to the surgery because he appears not to be moving his right leg. You notice there is some bruising to the leg and also the left ear. She tells you he fell down the stairs at home.

What other information do you need?

What will you do next?

 Scenario 2
You are in surgery and a young girl comes to see you by herself asking you to prescribe the contraceptive pill. The girl tell you she has been going out with her boyfriend for 2 months and whilst they use condoms she is frightened she will get pregnant, The girl will be 13 yrs of age next month.
What would you do?
What are the issues?

Scenario 3
A Health Visitor asks you to see a young couple and their 2yr old child. The Health Visitor has had ongoing concerns about the care of the child and has had difficulty in engaging with the family. During the consultation you notice the child is dirty and has extensive nappy rash. The child’s mother does not speak and the father will not make eye contact. Whilst you are not unduly concerned about the health of the child, you notice that the mother has a black eye and appears nervous and  there is something that makes you feel uneasy.

What would you do?

Who might you discuss it with?
Scenario 4
A 15 year old boy is brought to your surgery by his mother because of a rash. He insists on seeing you alone. He discloses domestic violence between his parents over the last 2 years. This was quite sudden in onset – his father “has completely changed” and things are rather chaotic at home. He begs you not to tell anyone or he will get into trouble. Father has never assaulted him or his 2 younger siblings. 

Do you respect his wishes and maintain patient confidentiality?

Do you discus with someone else? Who? How?

What are the risks here?

Scenario 5

A 2 year old girl is brought by her father because she has some lesions on her hands. When you examine her you see that there are 4 crusted small circular lesions predominantly on the back of her hands.

What do you think this might be? What is the differential diagnosis?

What will you do next?

Scenario 6
You are doing your usual morning surgery. You recognize a name on the list as a young woman, aged 18, whom you have known since childhood in your professional capacity. When she comes for the appointment, she informs you that she believes she is pregnant. Currently she is living with her parents who are very caring, however she discloses that her boyfriend of 8 months has become verbally aggressive and hit her on 2 or 3 occasions. As she knows you well, she asks you to keep this information to yourself and thanks you for listening.
How many individuals are at risk here?
What will you do during the consultation?

What will you do after she leaves?
