INDICATIONS FOR REQUESTING A MSU  ( bettertesting.org.uk)
When should I send a urine specimen in patients with a possible uti?

ADULTS
Failed antibiotic treatment

Recurrent UTI

All men with symptoms suggestive uti

Suspected pyelonephritis

Cathteterised patients with fever >38, loin pain, systemic upset

Pregnant women

Anatomical abnormalities of urinary tract

Renal impairment

Immunosuppression

Always consider Chlamydia in sexually active men and women with urinary symptoms and consider urine test for Chlamydia also

CHILDREN
Child of any age with urinary symptoms, unexplained fever , abdo pain or vomiting.

Neonates or infants with unexplained fever, irritability, failure to thrive, prolonged neonatal jaundice.

ELDERLEY
Consider MSU if; dysuria, or fever>38.

Suggests NOT  sending urine in asymptomatic, irrespective of dipstick nitrite/leuc.

Or those with chronic incontinence and no other symptoms.

Do not send in those who are catheterised and have are asymptomatic.

CATHETRISED PATIENTS
MSU recommended if; 

Fever or rigors without an obvious cause

New onset delirium/ costovertebral tenderness

Prior to urological surgery.

Please avoid sending MSU in uncomplicated acute cystitis .Treat for 3 days and review if does not respond to treatment.
