PRACTICE LIBRARY

Although the internet is a rich resource and sites such as GP notebook have proved very useful to Registrars and Trainers alike, there is still need for a Practice Library.  This is because some of the competencies required need in-depth review which is not available from web resources. The good news is that the Deanery helps with the funding of this!

Every training practice in Yorkshire should have a library in the building.  As a minimum registrars should have access to core books in their consulting rooms.  Most training practices will have many more books than this and the following list is to act a as guide rather than a formal list that must be followed.
