SNAPPS

This is simple validated approach to hospital teaching ‘on the run’ and it is ideal for outpatient clinics and will satisfy many of the elements of the Mini-CEX assessment that your GPST needs to complete.

Ask them to take a history and examination (preferably while you are there, but this is not essential).

They then must:

1. Summarise the history and examination.

2. Narrow down the differential diagnosis down to 2 possibilities.

3. Analyse their evidence to support their differential.

4. Probe the consultant or middle grade to address any uncertainties or difficulties they have.

5. Postulate a management plan.

6. Select a curriculum related problem for self directed learning.

If you provided them with the page overleaf this will ensure they follow the model – easy!
