Implications for Trainers

Trainers must ensure that their GPSTs are on track with regards to sharing at least 3 quality log entries per week. ‘Lump and Dump’ strategy by GPSTs prior to Educational Supervision is not acceptable.
Trainers should use the ‘Educators Notes’ section for recording any concerns they have, any complaints the GPSTs has received and their attempts at intervention to help the GPST address these issues. 
Descriptive CSR reports are essential for Educational Supervision and ARCP panels.

All log entries must me read by the Trainer and should be up to date within a maximum of two weeks.

Also Trainers were reminded that helping out a 2 HDR sessions per year is now required for re-accreditation as a Trainer.

Skills session

This involved reviewing a GPST’s e-portfolio which was not satisfactory – identifying what made it unsatisfactory and the role of the Trainer and Educational Supervisor in addressing these issues.
