Matters Arising 

· An extract from the draft contract was circulated and reviewed with particular reference to GPRs doing clinical attachments whilst in General Practice posts. The contract suggests that GPRs have 7 clinical and 2 structured educational sessions (including VTS) and 1 independent educational session per week making a total of 10. The first two components can be used inter-changeably dependent on learning needs. The contract does not suggest that we can insist on GPRs using their ‘independent educational’ session to make up time spent out of the Practice.  Some registrars, however, are doing this on a voluntary basis.

· Roger confirmed that Trainers will now receive an email should their registrar not attend on a Tuesday afternoon.

· Six potential new trainers have been identified.  It was confirmed that Bob Wylie would be happy to be paired with one of these trainers as their educational supervisor and Stephen Hebden and Helen Allcock volunteered to act as additional supervisors. We will contact the Deanery to establish if educational supervisors still need to attend a training session.

· Plans for registrar educational supervision at the end of January was discussed as well as the recent round of Deanery panel interviews.  Helen Allcock and David Eso volunteered to be involved with the next round of educational supervision which will occur in four months time.

Programme Director Posts

Rod confirmed his intention to resign as of the end of March 08.  The Deanery are currently advertising five programme director sessions for the Pennine Scheme  and Trainers will have received an email to this effect.

Thanks were expressed to Rod, particularly with regard to the long period during which he acted as a solo Programme Director.

VTS Admin Support

It was noted that Elaine Lodge is now working with Moira and providing Admin support to the Scheme.  This means that there will be someone in the VTS office every working day.  It would be helpful if emails to Moira could be duplicated to Elaine.

MRCGP/Eportfolio

A discussion took place regarding various queries. The requirements for the PSQ were clarified, in that GPR’s who do more than 12 months of General Practice on the Scheme will need to do a PSQ either in ST1 or ST2 as well as the PSQ in ST3.
