· REGISTRARS

Various issues relating to registrars were discussed and handovers took place. 
· HOT TOPICS  

Bob W raised the issue of Xray forms not coming back to the GPR’s as the department does not allow the GPR to be recorded as the requesting Doctor.  This matter has since been taken up by Dr Steve Chambers of Church Lane Surgery and the X-ray dept have agreed that practices can notify X-ray of their trainee’s details at the start of each post. Forms will then be returned to the trainee.  A suitable proforma is attached and Trainers should consider adding this to their introductory packs.
· OUT-OF-HOURS

Out-of-Hours was discussed at length. 
The Trainers were made aware of potential problems that Care UK may pose as the service has not been adequately staffed as yet.

Consequently Local Care Direct sessions may become busier and overbooked. Please warn your registrars. Further details will be circulated when available.
Triage training is to be provided by NHS Direct in Wakefield. Once again no details of the arrangements are yet available.
Trainers were reminded that Registrars need to do out-of-hours in general practice pro rata to the time spent in the discipline.  So if they have done 14 or 16 months in general practice then 14 or 16 out-of-hours respectively would be expected.  Extended hours are not included in this nor are on-call done for other disciplines in innovative posts.  So for example posts that are part-time in hospices and part-time in general practice will still require the GP out-of-hours component. Out-of-hours for the hospice do not count.

After a break we then proceeded on to a useful summary of CSA by Jonathan Clowes who is a CSA examiner.  We studied a CSA case on bowel problems and then viewed a video CSA consultation performed by a registrar. This then led to the production of a grid for positive and negative indicators in the three domains for CSA.   Subsequent to this another Registrar’s CSA performance was marked and discussed.
