Introductions

Our two new Programme Directors, (PD’s) Dr. Arif Kazi and Dr. Matt Smith were warmly welcomed to their first Trainers Workshop.

The draft distribution of work between the three PD’s can now be seen by referring to the ‘who does what’’ page on the Pennine Website.  

Catherine Gill and Andrew Fowler who are intending trainers were also welcomed to the meeting.

Matters Arising/Business Items

· Supply of Trainers.  Following resignations of both Andrew Deacon and Stephen Hebden,  the supply of active trainers has now reached a critical level.  The PD’s will be entering into discussions with Dr. Mark Purvis in the near future with regard to a short term ‘rescue’ plans which may involve trainers with sufficient capacity taking two trainees at a time, and/or using some of the spare trainer capacity within the Bradford Scheme.  It is imperative that we encourage gp’s considering training to take the plunge, and the PD’s will be more than happy to visit practices on an informal basis. Trainers were asked to contact any of the PD’s with names of possible new trainers, either from within existing training practices or from current non training practices.
· Educational Supervisors.  The educational supervision arrangements will be changed as of now to three monthly meetings with the registrars attending the supervisor’s surgery for their meetings.  Two or three more educational supervisors are required.  Rod Sutcliffe has volunteered his services and John Priestman is considering.  If you would like to become involved please contact Roger.

· Half-Day Release.   The spreadsheet from August 09 is not yet finalised, but trainers will be contacted within the next few weeks along the lines as detailed in the Minutes of the Trainers Workshop  of the 13th March 2008.  

· Clinical Supervisors Report.  Trainers are reminded that it is now a Deanery requirement that all registrars have a clinical supervisors report entered in their eportfolio from their current trainer prior to their progression from one ST year to the next.  For the majority of our registrars this will mean that trainers should enter the clinical supervisors report before the end of May prior to Panel scrutiny, which will take place in June.

· Release of MSF results.  There still seem to be a technical hitch with regard to the release of MSF results back to the registrar. These seem to be ‘trapped’ on occasions in the educational supervisors view of the eportfolio. Educational supervisors have been asked to make a technical adjustment to the review process dates to improve this, but meanwhile Educational Supervisors are feeding back the MSF results to the registrars at their supervision meeting.

· Part time Registrars/Child Care Problems.   Roger reported that he had not yet clarified this matter with the Deanery, but will report back when further information is available.

· Support for Practice Managers.  Useful information for Practice Managers is now included on the website.  Arif will be arranging a support meeting for Practice Managers is due course.

· CSA Examination.    It was noted that two of our registrars have failed the latest round of the CSA and will need to re-sit in October.  This exam is proving to be, as predicted, a very significant hurdle, and registrars should be encouraged to take every opportunity to practise, including attending the local and Deanery events and in courses, such as those being put on by the RCGP and the commercial course in Birmingham.

Website

The Pennine website at www.pennine-gp-training.co.uk has now been live for a couple of weeks and is a tribute to the huge amount of work put in over the preceding six week period by Matt Smith.  A session was held to familiarise trainers with the large number of resources available on the website which were relevant to both trainers, registrars and practice managers.

Matt was thanked for all his hard work and congratulated on the excellent standards of website which has already achieved our objective of being better than Bradford (!).

Educational Supervision

A session was held to familiarise trainers with the educational supervisors structured report and to answer outstanding queries about the mysterious workings of the eportfolio.
