Matters Arising 

· Programme Directors.  Trainers have already been notified of the appointment of Dr. Arif Kazi and Dr. Matt Smith as new Programme Directors, Arif took the post as of the 1st March 2008 and Matt will be joining us as of the 1st April 2008.  Both Programme Directors are warmly welcomed to the Pennine Scheme.

· Half Day Release Spreadsheet.  Trainers commented they have been unable to open the spreadsheet detailing attendance at the half day release and would much prefer a simple email pointing out when their registrar had not attended.                                                   Action MAC 

· Half Day Release Programme.  Appointment of two new Programme Directors will mean that support for the half day release will be significantly increased.  It was felt appropriate that Trainers continue to contribute towards the half day release programme, by sharing sessions equally, which should only amount to one or two Tuesday afternoons per 12 months.  It was felt that a fair system would be to allocate one or two dates to each Trainer, one of which might be a specific topic and the other ‘problem based learning’.

Picking Lists’ of subjects would be helpful and the trainer’s registrar should be encouraged to be part of the presentation.  

These arrangements can be put into effect from August onwards.

Support for  Practice Managers

The possibility of running an afternoon session for Practice Managers was raised by Roger.  It was noted that the Bradford website used to contain a resource area for Practice Managers and this could be usefully replicated when our own website is made available.

Part time Registrars - Child Care Problems

Further discussion took place regarding how much flexibility a Practice is expected to demonstrate to accommodate requests from gp registrars with young children.  It was felt that further guidance was required and Roger agreed to contact the Deanery to see if a written guidance exists

Hot Topics

Apologies were offered to Rob Mitchell, who because of rota problems has had two ‘four month gaps’ in rapid succession.  The potential difficulties that this may cause with re-accreditation were discussed and Rob was advised to contact the Deanery asap to point this out.

Registrar Handover

Issues were discussed.

Educational Supervision

Trainers were reminded that eportfolio’s for Registrars completing a year on the 31st July 2008 could potentially be called in by the Deanery from early June onwards.  This means that the required number of workplace based assessments must be in place by this date.  The Registrars should also be reminded that the required numbers in the eportfolio are a minimum and that the Deanery panel will be expecting the Registrars to provide more assessments than this.  A further round of educational supervision for the whole scheme will take place in the week beginning 5th May 2008, which will give the opportunity to make sure that all registrars are on track with their eportfolio’s. 

The technical problems relating to ‘release’ of Registrars MSF and PSQ results were discussed.  At present they seemed to be trapped within the educational supervisors eportfolio view and they are invisible to both the Registrar and Trainer.
